Wonders 
of Science was asked by Community Baptist 
Church of Norwalk, CA to present a Vacation 
Bible School program during the normal  
sermon time all five Sundays in June! 
Though novel to me since I’ve only done it 
twice before, it was perfect for the hard 
working community with limited evenings 
available. A fellowship area was dedicated to 
the youth and adult volunteers for a month. 
Using demonstrations popular at science 
camps, the initial turnout doubled and then  
tripled by the next presentation as friends  
invited friends and parents. 

The 
youth leader was taken aback momentarily. The student proceeded to say he’d not heard 

any of this information in his classes.  He 
thought his teacher must surely believe in 
God, but was not allowed to teach outside 
the published curriculum.  He went on to 
say that what he was now hearing at the 
science seminar helped him make sense 
of everything. He had just never heard 
these things before.
